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Warwickshire Table Tennis Association 

Warwickshire TTA has jurisdiction over the sport in the traditional County of Warwickshire which includes Birmingham, Coventry and Solihull.

There are five local leagues (Birmingham, Coventry, Leamington, Nuneaton and Stratford) and one directly affiliated club (Rugby) affiliated to the ETTA through Warwickshire TTA.

Each league is governed by its players and each league elects a representative to Warwickshire TTA.  Warwickshire TTA in turn elects a member of the ETTA National Council.

Warwickshire TTA is responsible for selecting and organising the County’s teams in the County Championships. 

It organises the Warwickshire Closed Championships which has events for all age groups from Under 11 to Over 60 as well as restricted events from which the best players are excluded to ensure some events suitable for more average players.

Warwickshire's registered colours are red shirt with black shorts. 
A county badge is awarded to players who represent the Association in County Championship matches and gain 4 points in any one season or 7 points over a number of seasons. In each match a player is awarded one point for all singles matches played and a half point for all doubles played.

International Table Tennis Federation (ITTF)

ITTF is the world governing body of the sport with over 200 member Associations and over 30 million competitive players in all parts of the world. Table Tennis is an Olympic sport and will be in the programme of the Summer Olympic Games in Beijing in 2008 and London in 2012.
Age categories - ITTF defines Cadets as under 15, Juniors as under 18, Seniors as any age and Veterans as over 40. Ages are those at midnight on 31 December/1 January in the season concerned.
